Take your children to the library regularly.  













Questions to Ask Before, During, and After Reading…

• What might happen next?

• Why did a character act a certain way?

• What else could a character have done?

• If you were in a character’s shoes, what would you do?

• What would be the result if a character did something different?

• What do you like best about the story?

Does anything bother you about the story?

• If you met characters or saw events, what would they look like?

• How do you think the book will end?

• How would you rewrite the story?

• What can you learn from the story?

• What are the characters learning from their experiences?

Thinking Strategies Good Readers Use While They Read:

• Ask questions

• Monitor comprehension

Appropriate for beginning and more advanced readers

Encourage older children to read to their younger brothers and sisters.





Play games that are reading-related.  Check your closet for spelling games played with letter tiles or dice, or board games that require players to read spaces, cards, and directions.








Let your children see you read, and share some interesting things with them that you have read about in books, newspapers or magazines.








Read aloud to your child.








Offer other special incentives to encourage your child's reading.  Allow your youngster to stay up an extra 15 minutes to finish a chapter; relieve your child of a regular chore to free up time for reading.








Set aside a regular time for reading in your family.  As little as 10 minutes of free reading a day can help improve your child's skills and habits.  








Limit your children's TV viewing in an effort to make time for other activities, such as reading.  But never use TV as a reward for reading, or a punishment for not reading.








Discuss books with your children.








Go places and do things with your child to build background knowledge.





Listen to your child read and offer them praise.





Let them choose their own reading material.





Model good reading habits and limit TV and Video games.





Encourage writing along with reading.








Tell Stories.
